Teaching lexically
There have been many thousands of pages written about how people learn languages, yet 

we would suggest they can all be neatly summarised in a very small number of principles. 

Principles of how people learn
Essentially, to learn any given item of language, people need to carry out the following 

steps:

1 Understand the meaning of the item.

2 Hear/see an example of the item in context.

3 Approximate the sounds of the item.

4 Pay attention to the item and notice its features.

5 Do something with the item – use it in some way.

6 Repeat these steps over time, when encountering the item again in other contexts.

Principles of why people learn
The second area of principle that we think is uncontroversial, but that is worth spelling 

out, is why people want to learn foreign languages. The Council of Europe, which 

published the Common European Framework of Reference for languages (CEFR), 

suggests people learn for the following reasons:

 To deal with the business of everyday life in another country, and to help foreigners 

staying in their own country to do so.

 To exchange information and ideas with young people and adults who speak a different 

language, and to communicate thoughts and feelings to them.

 To achieve a wider and deeper understanding of the ways of life and forms of thought 

of other peoples, and of their cultural heritage.

One underlying assumption that the CEFR makes is that students will be taking classes, as 

part of their efforts to learn languages. It is perhaps worth questioning why this might be. 

After all, many people learn languages without ever participating in formal study. It seems 

to us that one of the fundamental reasons students take classes is that this allows them to 

set aside some time for study. A lot of people have neither the time nor the discipline to 

study on their own. While it is clearly true that the best language learners do a lot outside 

of class, we believe that teachers should recognise that, for what is probably the majority 

of learners, class time is basically all they may have spare for language study.

Any of the above material types could have additional uses. For example, the nine statements 

in the first activity could include examples of grammar that learners study in a subsequent 

activity, or the gap-fill exercise could revise some useful vocabulary that learners need for a 

speaking activity later in the lesson. If we imagined that the above examples of materials were 

oriented around the theme of ‘rules and laws’, they could possibly be included in a course 

book in the same order as in Table 4.1 (as shown in the extract on page 151):

Coursebooks

A coursebook is basically a large set of ready-made learning materials stuck together 

in a particular order. The order reflects a learning syllabus that has been divided up into 

interlinked sections called ‘units’, ‘modules’ or ‘files’. Each unit will normally introduce and 

provide practice of new language (grammar, vocabulary, functional language) as well as 

providing learners with practice in the four skills and opportunities to revise previous learning. 

Coursebooks are designed for use in a language classroom with a teacher present, unlike self-

study resource books. 

Most ELT coursebooks are generic commercial products. They are written for the widest 

possible range of teaching contexts, whether that be an Egyptian teacher teaching a 

monolingual class of Arabic speakers on an academic year course in Cairo or an Irish teacher 

teaching a multilingual class in a summer school near Dublin. The coursebook needs to fit 

both these contexts and many more, so it will have a number of characteristic features:

L There will rarely be any definable ‘lessons’, because lesson length can vary between 

schools.

L They are written for both monolingual and multilingual classes, so they are usually 

English-only and will tend to avoid translation activities.
